No date set yet – it affects Search and Rescue.  Please use ALL Call if you are going to be on scene for ANY length of time.  J/K is getting several tones before requesting Troy for mutual aid.  NO siren - because it is for fire only.  Dr. McKinnon asks that after the 3rd tone to call for mutual aid.  We will review dispatch protocol at the next meeting. Other
A Physicians Commission meeting will be held on Fri 11/13 via phone with Dr. McKinnon.    Pediatric protocols will be discussed.  Scope of practice is on another revision.  EMS Protocols for Latah County have been submitted.
There will be an ILS class in mid to late January 2010 in Moscow – old scope at this point.  They can take 12 people.  Hoping to have a Paramedic program in 2010 – national accreditation is desired.  September 7th might be the first class?

There was a Code Silver drill today at Gritman.  It was law enforcement mainly.  It was very successful and much was learned.
Dr. McKinnon reviews PERCS – she wants all advanced calls flagged for review.  As of February 1st, 2010 ALL Latah County units must be using electronic run reports.

All units should respond to any and all medical or trauma calls when there is a rule-out diagnosis needed.  You can be down-graded but shouldn’t be called off.
Troy just finished their EMT Basic class – there will be a mock practical Nov 17th and 19th at the HS from 6 to 9pm.  On December 12th there will be a skills test at Gritman.

Instructor Orientation Class – need 20 people signed up to have a class in Latah County.  Lewiston had one in August.  
Bovill QRU – Deary is going to try to buy Troy’s old truck to refurbish.  If any unit has old stuff they would be willing to donate it would be appreciated.

J/K finished their advanced class – waiting to test.  They will be upgrading to an advanced unit.  They want a basic class in January if they can find instructor.
