Meeting called to order at 7:05 p.m. by President Shayne Watkins.  A motion was made and seconded to accept the minutes as emailed (prior to the meeting).  Motion carried.

LCSO Update – Marci Williams
The newest dispatcher just quit.  A new dispatcher is starting the 20th.  Regarding dispatch protocols – Potlatch is being toned out for “medical” calls.  It is one dispatcher in particular.  Potlatch needs more information in order to staff an ambulance and whether to call for a paramedic response.
EMS Updates – Dean Neufeld
Bureau is being reorganized again.  Optional modules for scope of practice will be available soon.  EMS Code Task Force will take a governing and control role of EMS state wide.
Treasurer’s Report

FY ended September 2008 – the budget was increased for FY09.  Outstanding bills - $5000 to Moscow for 12-lead monitor/AED.  Immunizations will be paid by LCEMS for new EMS trainees.  For the initial rounds only.
LCEMS Website – Dani Peck
Website renewal was paid.  Dani has been having computer issues and the site has not been updated recently.  Ideas for content were discussed.  A motion was made to compensate Dani $500 for FY08.  Motion carried.  Each agency is asked to discuss the use of the website at their next meeting and to report back to LCEMS.
Other

ER Considerations – Dr. Deb McKinnon
She sent out an advanced airway form to each agency that needs to be filled out when an intubation is attempted/done. 
EMS Code Task Force – trying to facilitate more reliable source of income for EMS agencies and resolve conflicts that are inter-jurisdictional – etc.  This could become state law.  Please give your input to those legislators involved.
For your information - Lewiston and Pullman are no longer transporting patients to Spokane/CDA.
Project ACCESS – Jeana Dewey
Program involving the 3 regional hospitals – using networking grants (3 yr HERSA).  Project ACCESS Mental Health – Latah and Whitman counties.  An advisory board consisting of 12 people will be formed – two from each of 6 areas.  They will decide how the money will be used for education.  She asked: “What is your role as 1st responder?”  As professionals and in helping roles.  The focus is on seniors with mental health issues.
High Visibility Vests

All emergency responders are required to wear high visibility vests on highways.  No exceptions for fire fighters.  Must wear over turnouts.  Has to have 775 sq inches fluorescent material and 201 sq inches reflective material.  A proactive issue for personal safety and agency liability.  LCEMS might be able to apply for a grant to provide vests to separate agencies in the future.
Other

Elections – Need new vice-president and new treasurer.  Nominations are needed from area agencies.  Extend elections until January.
